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Hosting Health Presentation Meetings By Dr. John Clark

Preparation

1. Thank you for inviting Dr. Clark and hosting health presentations by Dr. Clark for your church and community.

2. Please get approval from your sponsoring (church) board.  Most boards want to know the details below before approving.

1. Dr. Clark will need a place to park and hook up a 31 foot travel trailer. 

2. Support our faith based full time ministry by presenting opportunities for attendees to contribute/donate to this work (we welcome donations from the hosting organization as well).  We are a non-profit 501c3 organization funded solely by donations.  

3. Please let us make our health education materials available on a donation basis at the meetings.
4. Some locations my need to reimburse mileage.
Venue

1. A neutral venue is desirable.  (ie: library, school auditorium, town hall or Local VFW, etc.)  We have found more people from the community will attend.

2. Venue should be central to the community population rather than remote.

3. It is valuable to have a private place where, during the day, Dr. Clark can meet with people who want one on one consultation.

Suggested Advertising: Your marketing is what produces results
1. Make up a flyer with all the important information (ie: address of meeting location, times and contact info) and print it out for use in your area.  We can provide you with a flyer document or you can make your own.

2. Flyers should be distributed to everyone you know, all houses in your town, to all members, encouraging members to tell their neighbors, family, co-workers and friends.

3. Flyers should be put in the church bulletins for several weeks prior to the event. Also many churches have great success in advertising with the vegan & vegetarian clubs in the area, health food stores, waiting rooms, public bulletin boards, laundry mats, etc.

4. Announcements should be made in advance at your places of gathering (church services, prayers meetings, etc).

5. Local Radio spots could be obtained and information broadcast .

6. Local newspaper ads should be placed with all the information included.

7. Banners or signs are very helpful for identifying the location and drawing attention to the event.

Helpful Ideas:
1. Handouts should be downloaded from www.rev14.com (presentation handouts) and printed out for each meeting according to topic, one per family for keeping expenses reasonable.
2. Assign tasks to members:

a. Greeters to welcome guests, gathering names and contact information for future outreach events. 

b. Someone to distribute the handouts. 

c. Host to introduce the speaker and each program.

d. Optional: Cooks to demonstrate healthy food dishes for attendees to try if possible. (excellent to lead attendees into a cooking school following this event.)

e. Someone in charge of audiovisual arrangements, for Power Point projection and PA.

3. Plan follow-up programs, like cooking schools, to be announced to participants at this series. 
4. Door prizes, free drawings, or other ideas to help people enjoy and return.
